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• In 2025, City staff reached out to the Maricopa 

Association of Governments (MAG), concerned about 

the projected future travel demand on U.S. 60 and 

lack of necessary capacity on the freeway to meet that 

demand, as well as to discuss current operational 

challenges.

• In response, MAG proposed a corridor study to 

explore what the corridor should look like in the near 

term (2030-40) and the future (2050 and beyond).

• The Corridor Study was included in part of MAG’s 

biennial budget, which began last year.

• City Staff has been working with MAG as part of the 

effort to develop a RFP for a consultant, who will run 

the study. 

• The RFP window closed a few weeks ago and now City 

and MAG staff will review submittals.
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• As part of the study, there will be two public meetings, 

one at the beginning and one at the end of the study.

• Staff will keep Council informed as to when those 

meetings are set and will continue to update Council 

on study progress.

• The Study is anticipated to conclude in early 2027. 

From there, staff will work to move U.S. 60 into the 

environmental/final design phase.
